Mastery Quizzes: 50 pts. each
Mastery quizzes are short quizzes that assess 2 – 3 learning targets.  Your child will be given this quiz once the learning targets have been taught in class.  The best way to prepare for these quizzes is by completing classwork and homework.  If your child is struggling with homework assignments please contact us, or have your child attend an extra help session.

· Mastery Quiz 1: will assess the following learning targets: 
· I can compute unit rates with ratios of lengths, areas and other quantities measured in  
                         like or different units
· I can compute unit rates with ratios of fractions (complex fractions)
· Mastery Quiz 2: will assess the following learning targets: 

· I can decide whether two quantities are in a proportional relationship using table of values.  

· I can decide whether two quantities are in a proportional relationship using graph. 
· I can use equations to represent proportional relationships.  
· Mastery Quiz 3: I will assess the following learning targets: 
· I can identify the constant of proportionality (unit rate) in verbal description of proportional relationships. 
· I can identify constant of proportionality (unit rate) in tables, graphs and equations.

· Mastery Quiz 4: I will assess the following learning targets: 

· I can use proportional relationships to solve multistep ratio problems. 
· I can interpret graph of a proportional relationship
